Take the minor road from the ferry terminal at Fishbourne out onto the main road (A3054). There turn right (in the direction of Wootton) and within half a mile, just before the bridge, turn left on a minor road (Firestone Copse Road).  Follow this road for about a mile to find the entrance to Firestone Copse CP on the right.  There is a picnic area with benches but no toilets.  

After the walk it is 35 mins drive to the Broadway Park Hotel in Sandown (see separate sheet for directions)
SATURDAY 11th October 2008

It takes 50 mins to drive to Alum Bay from the hotel so it is best to leave at 9.15. The CP at Alum Bay is £3 per day. Toilets are available nearby. The glass making shop is part of an otherwise forgettable touristy shopping mall and there is a cable car down to the beach.
